For 6 out of the past 7 years Puget Sound Marines have been engaged in a growing 
fund raiser to assist injured Marines and Corpsmen and their families through donations 
to the IMSFF. During the initial planning process 7 years ago, the idea was conceived to 
hold a golf tournament for interested Marines and supporters. The idea was to have a 
recognizable event tied to the fund raising. 
 

As I learned when I became Chairman that many view the event solely for golfers. I 
hope to change that perception. The vast majority of the donations that our Committee 
collects are from personal donations and business/individual sponsorships for the golf 
tournament. That is the bedrock of our donation contribution to the IMSFF. The golf 
tournament has inherent costs for green fees, carts, etc which the golfers themselves 
cover in their players’ fees. Whatever funds are collected from sponsors, business and 
individuals, as well as any surplus from the golf players’ fees, are sent to the IMSFF. 
The administrative costs to our committee come to less than ½ of 1%; the administrative 
costs to the IMSFF are 4.5%; therefore, 95 cents of every dollar is granted to the injured 
Marine/Corpsman and their families. So far there have been grants totaling $46 Million 
Dollars! 
 

I would hope that any Marine would be interested in helping these brave warriors and 
their families through a donation. The MCAA Mangrum Squadron web site is the conduit 
for collecting funds in the Pacific Northwest. As qualified 501(c)(3) organizations, both 
the IMSFF and the Mangrum Squadron can support tax deductible contributions.
